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Content of the abstract

The research provides a holistic analysis of the peculiarities of the formation of
the classroom space of a primary school in Ukraine in the late nineteenth century —
1991 as the key structural component of the school space, the main room in the school,
which provides the required conditions for a quality educational process and
comprehensive development of the child in order to update the positive experience in
the context of the creation of the New Ukrainian School.

An important task of the current stage of development of Ukrainian society is
to establish an educational space that would fulfill the physical, physiological, age,
gender, psychological, and emotional needs of a growing personality, especially at the
initial stage of education. The impact of the COVID-19 pandemic and the Russian-
Ukrainian war on the life of a child, and particularly on the organisation of the
educational process and educational space, is, unfortunately, crucial today, as the
practice of having about 30-40 pupils in one limited space during the day is impossible
in the contemporary reality.

Online education is being intensively implemented in Ukraine: The All-
Ukrainian Online School is operating and various distance learning platforms (Zoom,
Google Classroom, Meet, etc.) are being used.

Meanwhile, primary school children should develop a core activity — a learning
activity and they need to “learn to learn’’, communicate, etc. Therefore, there is a

necessity to create such an educational environment that would be simultaneously



developmental and highly effective, safe, and comfortable for pupils and educators, as
reflected in the Concept of the New Ukrainian School. This orientation of modern
education encourages educators to update existing ideas and substantiate new
approaches, including the formation of the classroom space which would ultimately
make expedient the organisation of the educational environment and educational space
of the New Ukrainian School.

In connection with the emergence of new challenges and issues in the context
of psycho-traumatic events, it is becoming relevant to study the historical and
pedagogical experience of the past in creating a favourable educational environment
and, in particular, the formation of the space of the primary school classroom, which
would not only preserve continuity in the development of pedagogical science but also
update the positive experience in the context of the creation of the New Ukrainian
School. From the end of the twentieth century until 1991, the space of the primary
school classroom in Ukraine had its own history of formation, which is associated with
changing approaches to education, changing cultural environment, and the
development of material and technical resources.

In accordance with the research issue, the source base is dived into six major
groups: regulatory documents on the organisation of educational space; documents and
materials held in the state archives of Ukraine (Central State Archives of Supreme
Bodies of Power and Government of Ukraine, Central State Historical Archive of
Ukraine in Kyiv (CSHAK), Central State Historical Archive of Ukraine in Lviv), in
museums of different regions of Ukraine and Poland; periodicals that published
materials on the research issue of various types, genres, and origin; papers of by
national educators, psychologists, hygienists, architects, in which the issues of school
buildings and organisation of classroom space with certain chronological limits were
analysed; interpretive sources; reference literature.

The study divides the historiography of the issue into three periods according

to the chronological and issue-thematic approaches in accordance with the



characteristic trends of each of them: Period | (1899-1917) — attempts to reform school
education in the imperial area, “pedagogical idea and school during the liberation
struggle of the Ukrainian people’’(M. Hundobin, O. Dobroslavin, T. Miunnikh,
F. Erisman, V. lhnatiev, V. Farmakovskyi, P. Aloshyn, | Skvortsov, etc.); Period Il
(1917-1991) - “formation of national school policy’’, the Soviet period of
establishment of “Ukrainian pedagogy as a component of the “Russian-Soviet™’
culture”” (V. Khmuryi, L. Pysarieva, A. Popovych, V. Taran, D. Bekariukov, S. Ekel,
A. Katsnelson, Ye. Turova, O. Syrovatka, Y. Karakis, O.Molokin, V.Osmak,
Ye. Ortenberh, E. Kodnir, V. Maidanskyi, |. Mashkov, M. Ashkinazi, O. Marzieiev,
D. Kaliuzhnyi, A. Popovych, S.Poznanskyi, M. Cherpinskyi, V. Sukhomlynskyi,
etc.); Period Il (the 90s of the twentieth century — to the present day) — “development
of pedagogy and school in the Ukrainian state’’, creation of the national education
system  (O. Nacheva, L. Kovalskyi, S.Somka, O. Diachok, L. Shuldan,
O. Tyshkevych, O.Homon, N. Karapuzova, Ye.Zimnytsia, Ye. Pochynok,
V. Pomohaibo, V. Chepelyk, O. Makukha, T. Prybora, T.Vodolazska, D. Kosenko,
etc.).

The paper describes the theory and practice of classroom space arrangement in
the history of the national primary school in the studied chronological periods, which
are divided into separate stages: pre-revolutionary (late nineteenth — early twentieth
centuries), 20—30s of the twentieth century, Soviet (1939-1991), in which the following
sub-stages are identified: 40-50s, 60s, 70-80s of the twentieth century.

The author found that in the pre-revolutionary primary school, the formation of
the classroom space was rational, the room had a simple design, close to a square or
rectangle with a row-frontal type of desk placement. The interior was composed of
school equipment: desks, benches or chairs, blackboards, cabinets for school supplies,
icons, paintings, maps, etc.

The analysis of the projects of F. Erisman’s exemplary classroom, as well as the

projects of the Zemstvo schools of famous Ukrainian architects K. Zhukov, P. Aloshyn,



O. Slastion, T. Miunnikh showed that the formation of the classroom space and
furnishing was organised with due regard for anthropological, hygienic, pedagogical,
and socio-cultural factors.

In the 20s and early 30s of the twentieth century, the formation of the classroom
space was based on new approaches, laboratory, and brigade teaching methods, new
classroom designs were created, new models of pupils’ furniture were developed, and
special importance was attached to the school desk, various equipment, visual
materials, textbooks, school supplies, etc. The arrangement of desks in the classroom
was flexible — both in rows and in various combinations for individual and group work,
and adaptive organisation of classroom space was implemented.

Since the mid-1930s, primary school classrooms have become more
standardised and have a clearer organisation of space with row-front fixed arrangement
of lines of desks, which have become more ergonomic. The classroom was equipped
with internal wall cabinets, and it became mandatory to hang paintings, maps, stands,
and posters.

In the post-war decade, the main efforts were directed at restoring the classroom
space; the mis-1950s were marked by an increase in the number of classrooms; in the
late 1950s, the focus was on equipping classrooms, training rooms, and workshops,
providing pupils with textbooks and notebooks, school supplies. The form of education
was classroom-based, and the organisation of the classroom space was fixed, row-front.

The author’s organisation of the arrangement of the primary school classroom
space in the 60s of the twentieth century is characterised, namely: the design of school
buildings and classrooms by architect Y. Karakis; concepts of Ukrainian educators-
practitioners, and headmasters I. Tkachenko, V. Sukhomlynskyi, P. Losiuk. Itis proved
that the author’s organisation in the context of the Soviet discourse provided for a
combination of fixed and flexible types of space organisation, special requirements for
the formation of classroom space (regional, climatic, ethnographic), and the arranging



of “’green classrooms’” considering scientific and pedagogical, ergonomic,
anthropometric, hygienic, and aesthetic demands.

The research identifies the peculiarities of classroom space organisation in the
70s and 80s of the twentieth century: in the 1970s, there was an increase in classroom
space, an expansion of expenditures for the maintenance of classrooms in rural schools,
and new state standards for school furniture were introduced; in the early 1980s, in
order to implement the comprehensive Primary School programme, the Soviet
education system focused on improving the arrangement of classrooms for pupils 1111
classes; in the late 1980s, there was a gradual shift from a fixed type of space
organisation, from a row-frontal arrangement of desks to a flexible type to an open,
personalised educational space of the classroom aimed at personality-oriented
education and preservation of students’ health.

There is updated historical and pedagogical experience in the formation of the
classroom space as an essential component of the educational environment of the New
Ukrainian School — the reform of general secondary education, which is being
implemented in Ukraine.

The paper traces the origins and principles of modern requirements for the
formation of the New Ukrainian School classroom space. On the basis of the
generalisation, it is proved that the space of the classroom of the New Ukrainian School
must not only respond to the challenges, requirements, and norms that are constantly
changing in the context of social change but also rely on the concept’s national
educators and the extensive practical experience of primary schools in Ukraine from
the late nineteenth century and till 1991. The conclusion is drawn that many aspects
reflected in the New Ukrainian School Concept concerning the formation of the primary
school classroom space resonate with pedagogical ideas and experiences of the past.

The study describes perspective approaches to the formation of a safe classroom
space for children in the situation of the Covid-19 pandemic and Russian-Ukrainian

war, including cultural and humanistic, systemic, and holistic, mental, and emotional,



personal development, socio-geographical, distance, local poster, spatial, co-adaptive,
socio-cultural, environmental, anthropological, ergonomic, hygienic, inclusive, etc.

The scientific innovation of the study is that for the first time:

Systematically and holistically reveals the specifics of classroom space
formation in the context of socio-political, socio-economic, and cultural factors of the
studied period;

The theory and practice of classroom space arranging in the history of the
national primary school within the investigated chronological framework is
systematised and generalised; the works of national educators, psychologists,
hygienists, and architects, which addressed the issues of school buildings and classroom
organisation in certain chronological terms are comprehensively and systematically
analysed,;

It is established that the transformations in the formation of the classroom space
were connected with the tasks assigned by the state to the education system, taking into
account the scientific and pedagogical, ergonomic, anthropometric, hygienic, and
aesthetic needs of each stage of development of education and pedagogy;

In the process of scientific research, the content of the basic concepts of
“classroom’’, “classroom space’’, and “formation of classroom space’’ is clarified. The
space of the classroom is considered a spatial and subject component of a primary
school, which includes the frame, school furniture, material, and technical, educational,
and methodological support of the educational process, the totality and certain
placement of which creates conditions for the organisation of training. The components
of the classroom space include items that acquire a special meaning in the school (signs,
symbols, stands, posters, wall hangings, etc.) The formation of the classroom space is
defined as a process of construction, as a feature of the design of the primary school
classroom space based on the application of educational achievements with
consideration of various aspects: public, economic, cultural, historical, architectural,

sanitary, and hygienic, ergonomic, aesthetic, pedagogical, psychological, social, etc.



The survey further elaborated on the provisions on the necessity of considering
the requirements for school buildings and the formation of classroom space, which were
contained in state documents and were naturally related to the continuous development
of the country, state policy in the field of education in Ukraine, the specifics of the
educational process, and the material and technical base of each distinct period.

Unknown and little-known documents and materials stored in the state archives
of Ukraine; in museums in different regions of Ukraine and Poland have been
introduced into scientific circulation, which expanded the source base and allowed to
highlight the specific features of the formation of primary school classroom space
within certain chronological limits.

The practical significance of the study is that the factual material on the
peculiarities of the formation of the classroom space of primary school in Ukraine can
be used to update the content of the courses “History of Pedagogy’’, “Organization and
Management of the Educational Process in Primary School’’, “Organization of the
Educational Environment in the New Ukrainian School’’, “Pedagogy of the New
School’’, “Theory and Practice of Contemporary Primary School’’, “Educational
Process in the Historical Dimension’’, that is delivered during the training of bachelors,
masters, and doctors of philosophy (Ph.D.) in the specialties 011 Educational,
Pedagogical Science, 013 Primary Education.

The research materials can be used in the system of postgraduate education of
educators; in writing textbooks, teaching, and methodological manuals, in the
development of free-elective courses, in preparing qualification papers, and can also
serve to expand the topics of research projects in the activities of clubs, seminars, and
studios.

Specific provisions of the dissertation research can be applied in the process of
forming the educational space of classrooms of general secondary education institutions
of the New Ukrainian School.



The conducted research does not exhaust all aspects of the investigated issue.
Further research is required on the topic of classroom space formation in the history of
foreign schools, the attitudes of foreign educators to the issue of classroom space
arrangement, and aspects of training future primary school teachers to the organisation
of the New Ukrainian School classroom space.
